RIPPLES: Interviews with 
members of the Pebble Hill 
Community

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Our Church Council 
by Linda Lang, Council President 
 
July’s town meeting generated questions about what 
Council actually does and how it functions. I hope the 
ideas I've written below help explain the council meet-
ing process that I've been trying to follow. 
 
With overall Community betterment (the big picture - 
the 30,000 ft. view) at the core of all that we address 
at Council meetings, here's what I try to focus us on:  
 
· The first focus of a Council Meeting is working on 

approvals, resolutions, spending. Resolutions 
come up to us for approval from a committee or 
from an individual. Committees and individuals 
have already been empowered to make all the 
detail decisions and make their recommendations 
to us. Our job is to consider their recommendation 
and (hopefully) approve. I try to respect the auton-
omy of the committees. Details and stylistic input 
really should be discussed in committee and not 
at the council meeting. Ideally, all committees al-
ready have a council person involved in the detail 
input / brainstorming / helpful suggestion phase of 
the project; council rehashing or second guessing 
might be seen as sticking our noses where they 
are not wanted. 

· The second focus is communication (as in council 
bonding as a cohesive group) and awareness; 
committee reports and updates. Sometimes this 
involves requests for clarification, so we under-
stand what is being reported. 

· Issues/challenges of a serious nature, of course, 
take priority over everything. If a specific individ-
ual is involved (rare occurrence), Council meets in 
"executive session" (no guests) , so that absolute 
privacy is maintained. Outcomes are reported 
concerning process not personality.  

Hope this helps.

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Council Elections in September 
 
There are 5 openings on council, which will be 
filled by election in September. The nominating 
committee (which consist of the out-going coun-
cil members), presents a list of potential nomi-
nees to council at the August meeting. The 
nominees are contacted to determine their in-
terest and willingness to serve on council. The 
final list of candidates is approved by council in 
August and presented to the community in Sep-
tember. 
 
The candidates will be introduced to the com-
munity during celebration, and are encouraged 
to present their visions and hopes for Pebble. 
Ballots are prepared for each currently active 
member and will be available for pickup follow-
ing celebration in early September. The remain-
ing ballots will be mailed. All ballots must be 
returned to the church by the end of the elec-
tion period, the last Sunday of September, 
which is the 28th this year. They will be counted 
following celebration that day and the candi-
dates will be notified of the results.  
 
The results will be announced the next Sunday 
(the 5th of Oct.) and the new council will meet 
(with the out-going member present for the be-
ginning of the session) at the usual 2nd 
Wednesday council session (Oct. 8th).

Bill—suggested that we wrap-up 
communication at the next meeting, and 
then let Gary & Larry present plans, then 
Ken’s idea. 

Ken—suggested we discuss exactly who 
are we, what are our directions—noting 
that that dialog never took place after 
Gary left and it is hard to think about 
leadership when this dialog has not taken 
place. 

Larry & Diane—agreed that they also 
want to talk about models. 

Bill—also agreed that if we have a focus, 
values, we will have a better idea of how 
to find a leader. 

Kens idea will come first, next meeting 
will be to finish communication (if 
necessary), then our existential selves. 

Suz—noted it would behoove us to get 

more input from the Pebble Hill 
population, and might get more people 
involved in the process. 

Bonnie—will announce town meeting 
topics at celebration. 

Linda—expressed support for idea of 
hearing Gary and Larry’s model ideas. 

Bill—noted that we have to be clear 
about what we want . 

Suz—suggested that we have time 
during celebration, a spotlight segment 
about people’s ideas, then go thru a 
process where we break into groups to 
discuss the ideas. then later have a town 
meeting after people are informed. 

Linda—expressed support for that 
idea—a spotlight, then discussion 
groups. 

Diane—requested to have a town 
meeting on a week night. 

Linda—expressed her view that the 
group is powerful, though she considers 
herself the baby here—always listening 
at town meetings. 

Bonnie directed the meeting to move on 
to communication . 

Counsel update from Jim M. 

There was a miscalculation of council 
seats and council is one seat short. 
Council voted to appoint the candidate 
who received the next highest vote in the 
last election. 

Finances – cash flow is OK, plate and 
pledge are down, we have a running 
deficit for “friends of the heart” and 
building reserves. We had a $1600 septic 
emergency Noted the need for reserves 
in case there is a mandate for a sewer 
upgrade. 

Carolyn P.—reported we that there are 
some promising new rentals coming up. 

Gary S.—fundraising efforts produced 
more funds than had been anticipated. 

July 26th anniversary celebration is being 
planned under Sharon K.’s leadership. 
Doug Katsaros and Gary & Jen Culp are 
scheduled to be there. 

Gary S.—announced the up-coming 
Elaine Silver concert has not sold 

Town Meeting 5-17-08 
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enough tickets yet. 

Bill T.—discussed recent 3rd Friday, 
noting that it brings in new people 
connected to artist, would like more 
support from the community to attract 
new people, as PHC was not represented 
well at last 3rd Friday. 

Leads us into communication 

Suz—provided an example of a 
communication failure around an e-mail 
request for help with 3rd Friday—where 
it was assumed someone would take care 
of things, but this was not verified and 
did not happen. 

Bonnie—noted that the example seemed 
to be an issue within the art committee—
lead to a discussion on how to handle this 
in terms of communication, make the 
gallery a more popular event, and ask 
people to come and support it. 

Bonnie—stressed need to have 
announcements about 3rd Friday and 
wrapped up gallery discussion. 

Carolyn identified communication issues 
she would like to have addressed: 

1. Concerning communication during 
celebration—she expressed her desire for 
everything to be still so she can contact 
the sacred, connect with the divine—she 
finds that other people don’t have the 
same goals—conversations, loud talking 
downstairs, people calling out during 
celebration, feel inappropriate to her. 

2. Citing PHC’s established 
communication channels—announcement 
list, pebble-talk, phone tree, and 
announcements on phone system—she 
thinks that administratively we have done 
all we need to do. 

 3. Noted that communication is about 
listening, being responsible for 
yourself—if there are other means she 
will look at them. Regarding attendance 
at events, she doesn’t think it’s necessary 
to attend every event. She noted that seva 
requires a lot of communication and that 
we all need to be more savvy about how 
we communicate our events. 

Suz—clarified that her intention was to

Next steps: 

The next meeting will be a continuation 
of communication. 

Carolyn’s concern about celebration 
communication and behavior will also 
be on the agenda. This issue was also 
raised by Sybil.
